TOPIC 2: Terrorism and interconnection of criminal networks
EXPERT’S PROFILE
The main scope of this programme is not to teach or to interfere with our ideas within the Justice Sector of each MEDA country. Far from that, it is most important and significant to share the expertise, the experiences and, if possible, the fieldwork of each expert according to the aim of the project, which is to create an interprofessional network of expertise among the MEDA countries within the field of Justice. The Justice Programme's overall objective is to create an interprofessional community of magistrates, lawyers and practitioners in the framework of an open and modern justice service, strengthening the rule of law and the effective implementation of Human Rights.

Therefore, the Experts, do not have to show only the theory and the concepts of each issue, but to show the practical terms of their work, their experiences and their own expertise in the field, regarding the aim of each seminar and the scope of this project. Of course that all this expertise has to be necessarily combined with the sufficient theoretical skills in order to complete the high quality of these seminars.

These are then the general key features for each expert:
· Magistrates, Public Prosecutors, police/investigators experts on Terrorism, Lawyers, Law Professors, Legal Officers and other High Officers from International Organisations, NGOs and other International institutions, Experts on Criminology and Human Rights standards;

· Additionally, the Experts should have a sound knowledge in at least one or more of the following fields: Cooperation and International Judicial mutual assistance in Criminal and Civil matters, Terrorism and interconnection of criminal networks, International dimension of financial procedures and money laundering; Management and administration of Justice; management of procedures and computerisation;

· Other experts/officials that according to their work either in the field of Justice or other, can contribute in a high level of expertise to the scope of this Programme;

· Knowledge of the EU institutions, Euro-Mediterranean Partnership as well the knowledge and sensitivity of the Region;

· To have a good command of the English and/or French language in order to provide presentation in the seminar in one of these two languages. 
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
